Jn. 1:8), human beings are sinners by nature and by choice (Gen. 6:5; Jer. 17:9; Isa. 
6:5; Rom. 5:15; 8:5-8; Eph. 2:1-2; 4:17-19), alienated from God (Rom. 5:10), and 
under His wrath (Rom. 1:18; 2:5; 3:9-19; 3:23; Eph. 2:3).
